After a temperature is taken that is 100.4 or higher and the nurse
confirms with a second screening, the student will be isolated in
the isolation room and the student will be sent home

If a student has multiple coronavirus symptoms, contact the
school nurse and the student will be evaluated and a decision
will be made whether the student needs to be sent home
